Weekly Learning Objectives





Language Arts - In Reading, students spent time using context clues to find the meaning of unknown words.  We discussed four types of context clues: antonym or contrast, definition or explanation, synonym or restatement, and inference.  


In Writing students revised their animal narrative.  We spent a lot of time adding detail and events to help our narratives flow.    


Math - In Math, students continued using the area model, expanded notation model, and algebraic model for multiplying multi-digit numbers.  We discussed that each strategy has the same steps but they are represented in different ways.  Students should be able to use each strategy but we encourage them to use the strategy that works best for them!
